Further information

· The Autism Alert Card is a card that enables those that carry it to identify themselves to workers in other organisations as having an Autism Spectrum Disorder. These may include officers in the Police or other emergency or public services.

· The card provides an opportunity for staff presented with a card to contact a named representative of the individual on the autism spectrum in order that they can gain a full understanding of their needs. If the named representative is not available then the staff member may contact the other listed organisations on the card for further information.

· In order for this information to be correctly controlled it is necessary for you to have completed the information above. This information will then be stored in a secure location on file and on a password protected computer database at the Autism Resource Centre.

· By carrying a card you are consenting that anyone who sees this card may:

· Contact the named individual on the card

· Contact the Autism Resource Centre who may give out the details of your personal 


contact or provide other information known to them as required. They may also pass 

information of any organisation they know to be supporting you who may be able to 

help further.

· Contact the Autism Helpline where they will receive generic information on Autism 

· Spectrum Disorders.
